CCHS Speech Team Guidelines

What is expected from student members?

1. Each member will begin the year working on one event.  After an individual has shown initiative and evidence of practice, he/she may sign up for additional events.  Returning members are expected to compete in at least two events at the beginning of the year.  Returning members must have an event ready (interp = cut and partially memorized, oratory = written, broadcasting = intro and commercial, limited prep = ready for a full run-through) by the first practice – week of September 13!  
2. Each member must attend one one-hour practice each week, but it is preferred that members attend two practices a week.  Members are expected to let Ms. Page or Ms. Rose know ahead of time if they cannot attend a practice.  Please remember that they are giving up their time to assist you.   Skipping practice will result in being placed on probation, and repeat offenses will result in being removed from the team.
3. Each member must maintain passing grades in ALL courses.  Failing grades will result in being placed on probation until the grade is brought to passing level.  
4. Members are expected to be supportive of one another and help each other practice, improve, and gain self-confidence.

5. Members must participate in fund-raisers… and we will do a lot of them.  Speech is an expensive activity!
6. Members are required to pay Speech Team fees of $50 to help offset tournament registration fees and for a team t-shirt.  Fees are due Wednesday, September 8.  If you are on free/reduced lunch, your fees will be reduced to $30.
7. Members are required to attend at least FOUR invitational competitions during the 2010-2011 school year in addition to the required tournaments.  Members will compete at all tournaments unless they notify Ms. Page otherwise.  If a member cancels after the deadline, that member will be responsible for paying both the entrance and drop fees for ALL events dropped.
8. Members are expected to wear appropriate attire at tournaments.  Boys should wear a suit or sport coat with nice slacks (or at least a button-down shirt with tie), a belt, and dress shoes.  Girls should wear a suit or a nice dress/skirt of appropriate length (knee-length), hose, and dress shoes – no open-toe shoes.  If you do not have these items, see Ms. Page and her closet of competition clothes.
9. Members are expected to stay updated with the team through weekly speech notes posted outside Ms. Page’s door.  It is each member’s responsibility to pick these up – VERY IMPORTANT INFORMATION (like deadlines) will be on these!  Check them EVERY MONDAY!!!
10. Members are required to get permission from a parent/guardian before making a commitment to the Speech Team.  Please have your parent/guardian sign the permission slip attached, and return it along with the student information sheet and your fees to Ms. Page in room A234, before Wednesday, September 8.
There will be an informational meeting for parents at 7:00pm in A234 on Thursday, September 2.
What is expected from parents?

1. Parents must review material with their child.  Some competition material is of a serious/adult nature.  We make every effort to cut out any unnecessary language.  We will not give your child a selection that we do not think he/she can handle.  If you are uncomfortable with the selection, we will find a new one.

2. Parents are expected to be supportive in the efforts of the team, including participating in fundraisers and assisting in tournaments.  Please consider traveling with us and judging.  It is a rewarding experience and saves the team a lot of money.  

3.  Parents should be aware of the financial responsibilities associated with competing on the speech team.  Students are responsible for purchasing their own meals on tournament days, $15 lifetime membership dues when they earn enough points to become members of the National Forensic League, and sharing in hotel room costs for some out-of-town tournaments.  
What is expected from the coaches, Ms. Page and Ms. Rose?

1. You can expect us to be dependable and supportive.

2. You can expect us to help you to help find appropriate pieces that fit your personality.

3. You can expect us to provide individual coaching and assistance each week.

4. You can expect us to have fun, because we love what we do, and are excited to work with you.
